TV instructions:

General guidelines: 

Use Shaw remote to control TV and cable box.

Press TV button to send an instruction to the TV.

Press CBL to send an instruction to the cable box (e.g. to change channels).

Use Panasonic remote to control DVD.

To watch a DVD:

Hit CBL then Power on the shaw remote. That turns on the TV. (If the TV doesn’t come on, see the troubleshooting section below).

Slide back the cover on the lower part of the shaw remote, and hit the TV/VCR button to switch the TV video signal to VIDEO 1. You should see the menu of the DVD you’ve put in the DVD machine.

Use the Panasonic remote to select from the DVD menu, then click enter.

To go back to the TV:

Hit the TV button on the shaw remote. Then hit the TV/VCR button to switch the TV video signal back to TV. Then hit the CBL button to change channels etc.

Troubleshooting:

If things go all fuzzy it’s probably because you accidentally changed channels on the TV itself.   Here’s how to fix it:

Press TV on the Shaw remote.

Then press “03” to switch the TV to channel 3.

Then press the CBL button to make sure you don’t accidentally change the TV channel again.

If the TV won’t turn on make sure both the cable box AND the TV are turned on. Press CBL then Power, then press TV then Power. If it still won’t turn on that’s because you just turned one of them off, rather than on.  It’s tricky to tell which one is on and which one is off. Here’s how to make sure the cable is on: click CBL, then click channel up or down; if the cable box is on you will see the clock switch to the channel number and go up or down (if the clock stays on, the cable is off, so you need to hit CBL then Power). Or look for a bit of a glow at the edges of a black TV screen (which signals that the TV is on, but the cable is off.. in which case you should hit TV then Power). 

TIP:

Make sure that the cable is set to a TV channel, not a music channel, before using the DVD player. Otherwise when you are finished watching your DVD you’ll have a hard time knowing that you’ve switched back to the right TV signal because all you’ll see is black (the background screen of the music channels).
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
