
Watching basic (live) TV

To watch basic TV, you need 2 remotes:

1. Small white remote selects what the TV is showing – the computer (for DVDs), the Tivo, or live TV

2. SHAW  remote: long, black remote with bulbous middle and the word SHAW at the bottom – this selects channels and turns TV and cable box on or off

PART A: Turn TV on or off

Use black SHAW remote to turn the TV on:

1. Press the “TV” button at the top of the remote, just above the word MENU

2. Press the red “master power” button (red PWR button at top right of remote)

Green light on TV should come on (may take 2-3 secs). If not, repeat again, slowly.

To turn off TV, repeat steps 1 & 2 above.

PART B:  To watch live TV [if we have left TV set to cable, you can skip this step)

1. On the small white remote, press AV+ (bottom left corner of remote)

2. Press down arrow  three times until CD-1 (SD/HD) is highlighted (white text will turn to yellow)

3. Press right arrow key to select 

The TV should now show a live picture. If you aren’t seeing live TV sigal, make sure the cable box is on (see below).

PART C: Choose a channel

On SHAW remote:

1. Enter channel number on keypad

2. Press round “OK/SELECT” button (in the middle of the top, bulbous section of remote)

Alternately you can choose a channel by browsing the on-screen TV guide.

On SHAW remote:

1. Press GUIDE button (blue button, upper-left row of bulbous section of romote)

2. Use arrow keys to scroll up/down through listings 

3. When you see a show you want to watch, press round “OK/SELECT” button (in the middle of the top, bulbous section of remote)

Troubleshooting

If the channel changes while you’re watching TV, that’s because Tivo has taken over.  Just press the LAST button (right side of the SHAW remote, halfway down) to go back to what you were watching, and don’t worry about Tivo.
If you have selected live TV, but don’t see a picture, make sure you haven’t turned off the TV or cable box.

When the TV is on, a green light will be visible on the bottom-left of the TV screen.

If no green light is visible, use black SHAW remote to turn it on:

1. Press the “TV” button at the top of the remote, just above the word MENU

2. Press the red “master power” button (red PWR button at top right of remote)

Green light on TV should come on (may take 2-3 secs). If not, repeat again, slowly.

If green light on TV is on, but you have no picture, you need to turn on the cable box. Use the black SHAW remote to turn it on:

1. Press the “CBL” button at the top of the remote, just above the word MENU.

2. Press the red “master power” button (red PWR button at top right of remote)

Cable box (under TV, the block that shows the time) should briefly display channel number before reverting to clock; live TV picture should come on.

If TV is on and you see a live signal, but you can’t change the channel, press the CBL button the remote. You should now be able to change channels.

Watching movies (from hard drive on computer)

To watch a movie, you need the white TV remote AND the black wireless mouse.; you may also need to use the wireless keyboard.

PART A: Turn TV on or off

Press the red power button in the upper right of the white remote.

OR

Press power button on the TV itself (lower left hand side of the rim).

PART B:  Switch to computer input [skip step if you see the computer display or the Little Mermaid on pause as soon as you turn on the TV]
1. On the small white remote, press AV+ (bottom left corner of remote)

2. Press UP arrow  two times until PC-D is highlighted (white text will turn to yellow)  [if you press down arrow instead just keep pressing until you scroll all the way down to PC-D]

3. Press right arrow key to select 

You should now see the computer desktop.  If not, repeat steps 1-3.
 PART C: To watch a movie

To watch a movie you’ll need to use the black mouse. It doesn’t really work well on the glass table top but you can use it on top of the TV stand itself, on the arm or seat cushion of the sofa, or on a book or binder (there’s one tucked into the coffee table).

We have set up the movies so that all the movies that Lilah likes to watch are accessible from the dock – the strip of icons at the bottom of the monitor display.
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a. To watch the Little Mermaid (aka Ariel), click on the dock icon that looks like this:

Then press the play button (big arrow). Then choose “view” from the menu bar at the top of the menu, and choose “full screen”. To leave full screen mode (so you can watch other movies), hit the “ESC” key on the wireless keyboard.
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b. To watch other movies (including Beauty and the Beast, aka “Belle”), click on the dock icon that looks like this:
Use the drop-down menu to choose the movie you want to watch, and hit the “play” button.

[image: image3..pict]c. If you want to watch a DVD that isn’t on the computer, just stick it in; it will start playing automatically. When you’ve finished watching press the eject button on the wireless keyboard – upper-right corner, looks like this:

Watching Tivo

To watch Tivo, you need the Tivo remote – a grey remote with a slight hourglass shape. Depending on what you were last watching on TV, you may also need the white remote.

PART A: Turn TV on

On the Tivo remote, press the TV POWER button (upper left corner).

PART B:  To watch Tivo [if we have left TV set to Tivo, you can skip this step)

1. On the small white remote, press AV+ (bottom left corner of remote)

2. Press down arrow ONE time until AV/SVHS is highlighted (white text will turn to yellow)

3. Press right arrow key to select 

You will now see either a live TV picture or one of the Tivo control screens.

PART C: Select from our dazzling array of recorded programming

1. Press the Tivo button (shiny black button at top centre of Tivo remote, with a smiley face on it). This will bring up the “Tivo Central” menu screen.

2. Press the “select” button (half-circle underneath the big round directional button, top third section of remote).

3. Use the big round directional button (with arrows pointing up, down, left and right) to scroll up and down through the list of programs. Programs in a folder mean there are multiple episodes; hit right arrow or “select” to see inside a folder.

4. When you find a program you want to watch, press “select” and it will play. 
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
